Hard Candy: Reminds us that Jesus is like a “rock”, which you

The letter “J”: Is for the Name of Jesus, our Savior.

Cane: Is like the staff used by the shepherds in caring for sheep. Jesus is also OUR

Fish hook: Many of the apostles were fishermen who Jesus called to be “fishers of men”.

The Color Red and the Red Stripes: Is for the blood Jesus shed for us, and also the
scourging at the pillar, which would have left bloodied “stripes” on Jesus’ back.
